e Press and hold the [OPERATION] button on the indoor unit for 3 seconds
(3 beep sounds and OPERATION lamp blink 5 time/sec for 5 seconds).

How to turn OFF the Auto Restart Function

e Press and hold the [OPERATION] button on the indoor unit for 3 seconds
(3 beep sounds but OPERATION lamp does not blink).

SELF CLEANING OPERATION

(COOL AND DRY OPERATION ONLY

To protect bad smell caused by the humidity in the indoor unit.

1. If the ﬁ button is pressed once during “Cool” or “Dry” mode,
the fan will continue to run for other 30 minutes, then it will turn off
automatically. This will reduce the moisture in the indoor unit.

2. To stop the unit immediately, press the “‘

7)) REMOTE CONTROL A-B SELECTION

To separate using of remote control for each indoor unit in case of 2 air
conditioners are installed nearly.

Remote Control B Setup.

1. Press RESET button on the indoor unit to turn the air conditioner ON.

2. Point the remote control at the indoor unit.

3. Push and hold cgex button on the Remote Control by the tip of the
pencil. “00” will be shown on the display. (picture )

4. Press “ during pushing cieex . “B” will show on the display and
“00” will disappear and the air conditioner will turn OFF. The Remote
Control B is memorized. (picture )

Note: 1. Repeat above step to reset Remote Control to be A.
