When using the microwave function, please do not leave any metal utensils
such as a baking tray, grill, and tin foil in the oven.
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Turn the knob to choose firepower,
and the time is 5seconds-95 minutes.

If you use the non-preheating Roast function, you can
directly put the food in the oven, close the door and press the
"Roast" button once to adjust the temperature and time.
