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2.6 Energy saving tips

The appliance should be located in the coolest
area of the room, away from heat producing
appliances or heating ducts, and out of the
direct sunlight.

Let hot foods cool to room temperature before
placing in the appliance.

Please unplug the refrigerator for
defrost and cleaning.

Please clear the dust back and around the
refrigerator regularly,to improve the heat
dissipation effect and conduccive to the energy
saving.

Check the door seals regularly to make sure
there are no debris. clean the door seals with a
soft cloth dampened with soapy water or diluted
detergent.

The interior of the refrigerator should be
cleaned regularly to avoid odor.

Please turn off the power before cleaning
interior, remove all foods, drinks, shelves,
drawers, etc.

Use a soft cloth or sponge to clean the inside of
the refrigerator, with two tablespoons of baking
soda and a litre of warm water. Then rinse with
water and wipe clean.after cleaning, open the
door and let it dry naturally before turning on
the power.

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4.2 Defrosting

The refrigerator is made based on the indirect
cooling system and thus has automatic
defrosting function. Frost formed due to change
of season or temperature may also be manually
removed by disconnection of the appliance from
power supply or by wiping with a dry towel.

4.3 Out of operation

Power failure: In case of power failure, even if it
is in summer, foods inside the appliance can be
kept for several hours; during the power failure,
the times of door opening shall be reduced, and
no more fresh food shall be put into the
appliance.
