2. When "creaking" occurs during use, it is caused by the expansion of the heating Water line Water line

tube and is not a fault.

3. Do not use metal or plastic spatulas to prevent scratching the coating of the pot or melting
the plastic at high temperature.

4. Do not block the vent opening of the pot cover. When using the pot cover, keep a
sufficient distance from the vent opening of it to avoid scalding.

5. When cooking with the hot pot plate, it is better to use the pot cover, and other pots can
also be used with pot cover. When boiling, please be careful that the small amount of
water may spill from the edge of the pot cover.

6. The water level of hot pot plate cannot exceed the maximum scale "Max".

7. When using the steaming tray, the water line cannot exceed the "water line for steaming".
